What stands out as especially valuable is that the limited color palette did
not become an obstacle but, on the contrary, helped the children focus on
form, composition, and narrative. The works show a clear aspiration to
explore shapes and to discover a personal artistic language — whether
through realistic scenes, decorative motifs, or abstract fantasies.

The exhibition demonstrates the diversity of creative approaches, the
teachers’ respectful attitude toward each author’s individuality, and an
atmosphere in which the child feels free in artistic self-expression.

“Red. Yellow. Green.” is a vivid example of how children’s art can unite,
inspire, and remind us of the value of simplicity, sincerity, and courage in
art.
